It will be held
virtually on Thursday, September 26, 2024.

(4) The third training course: entitled (Teaching Arabic language to non-native speakers
virtually), aims to enable Arabic teachers to employ the latest educational techniques
in the processes of learning Arabic language and teaching it to non-native
speakers, and to increase the efficiency of virtual Arabic language teaching programs
and improve their outcomes. It will be held virtually on (24-26) Rabi" al-Akhir 1446
corresponding to (27 — 29) October 2024 From Sunday to Tuesday (10am - 2pm) KSA
time (Two training sessions every day, each session lasting two hours).
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The training courses and cultural symposium will be held virtually in Arabic Language. The
training courses will target teachers of Arabic language who are non-native speakers, as
well as teachers of Arabic language to non-native speakers, non-specialists, or those with
less than (2) years of experience.
